NON-SOLICITATION POLICY

Generally <insert Affiliate name> members are strong supporters of AMCP’s mission and the goal of the AMCP Affiliate program.  However, at times, some members have felt inappropriately and/or uncomfortably solicited by other members interested in conducting business at Affiliate functions or use Affiliate functions to bypass procedures put in place by members’ organizations.  Therefore, it has become necessary to establish guidelines for this type of activity.

Members are not to be openly solicited for business during Affiliate meetings and events.  This means that:

· Members are not to introduce themselves for the purpose of selling their products or services during meetings.

· Members are not to leave promotional materials on meeting tables or openly distribute such during Affiliate meetings unless approved to do so at an exhibits program.

· Without an express inquiry, initiated by a member or during a sanctioned exhibits program, solicitation is strictly prohibited; however IT is permissible for a member to discuss his/her services or provide additional information to a prospective client member upon specific inquiry during an Affiliate meeting.  

· Members are requested to advise their guests of the <insert Affiliate name> non-solicitation policy prior to attending a meeting or event.
